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Significance of the Conference

The first International Conference for I-Ching Studies
was held in 1984, and has been held every subsequent year
since then. 1989 marks the 6th of these conferences.

On these occasions, scholars of the I-Ching have
successfully furthered our studies of the I-Ching and
promoted international exchange under the respective themes.
It is very meaningful that the world can gather together to
discuss matters through the I-Ching.

The earth is one, but the world is not. Although our
lives depend on one biosphere, the world is divided into
separate nations or regional societies. Each nation pursues
its own existence and prosperity with little thought about
its effect on others. As a result, the destruction of the
earth's environment has meant that today mankind faces the
great problem of its existence. The threat that hangs over
man is a problem that cannot be resolved without
international cooperation.

Through the I-Ching, we must think how we can address
these problems, and how we should make them known to the
world. I believe it is particularly meaningful that the
world's scholars of the I-Ching can come together at this

conference to discuss these common issues.



Joint Resolution of the 6th International Conference

for I-Ching Studies

The 6th International Conference for I-Ching studies
organized by the Takashima Divination Society Headquarters
Shin Sei Kan was successfully held in Japan at the
Nihondaira Hotel Main Conference Hall over 5 days from

October 18 to 22, 1989.

Representatives from divination societies in various
countries who participated in the conference presented their
reports and discussed the main topic "World Destiny and the
I-Ching Philosophy", as well as other sub-topics. The
conference was most successful in promoting international
academic exchange as well as in furthering understanding and
studies of the I-Ching. The 6th International Conference
for I-Ching Studies has adopted the following joint

resolution:

"The I-Ching expresses the system of the whole universe.
Today, man is causing the destruction of the earth's
environment through the pursuit of immediate gratification,
and by consuming large amounts of energy. Air pollution,
the destruction of forest, global warming, desertification

of the land, destruction of the ozone layer, contamination



of underground water, rise in sea level, extinction of
species, etc., all bear witness to the fact that the
relation between mankind and the life-sustaining system of

the universe is out of order.

The I-Ching teaches the importance of harmony between nature
and man. Man is a microcosm living in harmony with the

macroCosme.

As scholars of the I-Ching, we shall instigate a movement to
protect the earth's environment through the principles of

the I-Ching of our ancient forebears."
